2.  Confirmation of minutes of previous meeting held on 29.05.2010.

The draft minutes of the Committee meeting held on 24th July 2010 was confirmed by the Committee, without any change.

3. Industry Initiatives/Operational matters since  last meeting

Vice President Shri. D. Balasundaram explained about the review meeting held at Cochin and the same was detailed below. 

1. Review meeting of DIPP – Vice President Shri. D. Balasundaram and GM Shri.S.Sasidaran attended the review meeting organized by DIPP, under the chairpersonship of Smt. Renu Sharma, I.A.S. Joint Secretary, GoI, at Cochin on 16th July 2010, to review the project status.  Three clusters viz., Allapuzha Coir Cluster, Tamil Nadu Food Grains Cluster, Madurai and COINDIA have attended the meeting.  Our Vice President has explained the activities and latest status of our COINDIA.   Smt. Renu Sharma requested to submit the financial sustainability of the project through an independent appraisal.  Consequently, we have informed the progress of the appraisal work of our Cluster project being processed by M/s. PSG Institute of Management and informed that the report will be submitted to DIPP during next month.  In the mean time, Joint Secretary has advised us to attend the quarterly review meeting which is to be held at NASIK on 6th August 2010. 
The initiatives and activities of COINDIA were briefed by Shri. G. Rajendran, CEO and the abstract of the same is garnered below. 
2. Pump Cluster at Saudi Arabia - A team from Saudi Arabia along with IL&FS have visited Coimbatore Pump cluster on Tuesday, 8th June 2010, essentially for an interaction with them for their Pump Cluster Development project at Saudi Arabia and to give a presentation on investment opportunities in Saudi Pump cluster and meeting pump manufacturers at Coimbatore Cluster. COINDIA has arranged a joint meeting with all pump member industries and subsequently one to one meeting with about 8 leading pump manufacturers viz. Mahendra Pumps, C.R.I. Pumps, Texmo Pumps, Aqua Sub, Suguna Pumps, Deccan Pumps, Dharani Pumps etc. were also arranged in this regard. The Saudi Pump Cluster would keep us updated on the developments. 

3. Signing of MoU - On furtherance of Industry & Institution Interaction Initiation, COINDIA-Education cum Training Centre (ETC) has joined its hands with Kalaignar Karunanidhi Institute of Technology, Coimbatore on 12th June 2010. 

4. Seminar for Engineering Faculty - A two days seminar on “Research modalities and Tools for Mechanical Engineering Faculty” was jointly organized by COINDIA-ETC, Bannariamman Institute of Technology & AICTE, on 9th June 2010. The seminar was inaugurated by our Vice President Shri. D. Balasundaram and Vice President Shri. N. Visvanathan had delivered a special speech to the participants. The main object of conducting this faculty Training programme is to give extended educational facilities and quality training to the students and professionals in the engineering line, by empowering the training skills of engineering faculties. Faculties from various colleges and institutions in  South India were part of this programme. 
5. Benchmarking of International Samples - The special committee formed for the study of International Samples and to submit the Technical report, have met on 19th June & 14th July 2010. The test reports prepared for the first batch of samples available at Si’TARC have been discussed and made ready for submission to COINDIA. A joint meeting of COINDIA, SIEMA and Si’TARC was also held in this regard on 20th July 2010 at Si’TARC.

· Vice President Shri. N. Visvanathan had attended the CII Coimbatore Zonal Council meeting held on 4th June 2010 at Hotel Rathna Regent, Coimbatore.
· Office Bearers meeting was held on 8th June 2010 and discussed regarding the request by DIC for the construction of Compound Wall for CFC Building at E&E Estate. A reply was sent to DIC mentioning the exhaust of Govt. fund and our inability to do the same.
· GM and Director Mr.R.Iyyadurai have attended the interaction meeting with BDS providers and industry owners, organized by APITCO (CAPSULE) and Business Development Services GR2, on 11th June 2010.

6. Issues on which the Committee’s earlier decisions are to be modified / Reversed. 

a) Based on the Sales Tax Enforcement’s VAT audit and their observations during 5th & 6th Feb. 2010, the Committee advised to collect  Form-S immediately from all the Contractors of COINDIA Project, in its meeting dated 29th March 2010. Accordingly, the Form-S were collected from all the Contractors, except M/s. Empower (Electrical Contractor of PDMC Building), which is not in existence. So, the amount of Rs.1,13,761/- towards TDS on Sales Tax A/c. Empower shall be remitted from COINDIA, to close this issue.

b) We have received bills from SIEMA towards Service Tax for Project Report consultancy fees for CMTR-II and for Administration Expenses (reimbursement of SIEMA staff salary) for the period from April 2006 to Aug. 2008. SIEMA being a promoter of COINDIA and we have already given voting rights to them, the fee/charges for the said services had already been treated as Corpus Fund and hence COINDIA is not in a position to pay the service tax for the same now. The communication in this regard was sent to the President and Office Bearers of SIEMA.

Shri. N. Subramanian, Project Engineer – His service & contribution was honored and felicitated by the Committee.

In the meeting held at CMTR-II on 8th June 2010, the following matters were discussed by Shri. N. Visvanathan, Vice President and Shri. G. Rajendran, MD/CEO and recorded as below in connection with salary/wages workings pertaining to employees at Tool Rooms.

Shri. N. Visvanathan, Vice President and Shri. G. Rajendran, MD/CEO, in the meeting held at CMTR-II on 8th June 2010, have discussed about the introduction of incentive system and salary/wages-workings pertaining to employees at Tool Rooms based on their multi skills. The decisions taken in this regard were recorded as below.

1. From 1.6.2010 the workmen salary will be calculated for 26 days only.

2. For workmen who has worked full month without leave i.e. for 26 days, one day incentive to be given to him.

3. Up to Rs.30 lakhs turnover per month, no incentive, Rs.30-35 lakhs – 5% for staff and 10% for workmen and above 35 lakhs – 10% to staff and 15% to workmen, on basic salary/wage. The total turnover of previous month and present month should not be lesser than Rs.50 lakhs (or) Rs.60 lakhs, respectively for Tool Room-Unit-II.

4. Up to Rs.15 lakhs turnover per month, no incentive, Rs.15-20 lakhs – 5% for Staff and 10% for workmen, Rs.20-25 lakhs – 10% for Staff and 15% for workmen on basic salary, for Tool Room- Unit-I.

5. The said incentives are eligible only for confirmed and temporary employees and not casual labours. Accordingly, the following employees are included in the temporary category and are eligible for PF and ESI.

6. In future, those who entered newly for ESI & PF eligibility will get 10% increase.

7. The incentive scheme is applicable only those who completed minimum one year service.

The Committee taken on record of the above and ratified the same.

10. Functional Sub-Committees -activities/issues – Nil

11. Progress and problems in the implementation of the project. 

a. Foundry Complex-I & III operations (COSMAFAN) – In the last review meeting of DIPP at Cochin, the Joint Secretary was particularly insisted for financial sustainability of the Cluster Project. To fulfill the objective of the Project, it is very important to utilize and maintain the created common facilities and to upkeep the commercial activities of the same which is most essential to sustain the operations of the Foundry Complex(s). The guidelines in respect of usage of facilities have already been given vide our MoU, to COSMAFAN. Hence, as per the advice of GoI and our MoU guidelines, the services of COSMAFAN and COINDIA is to be initiated at Foundry Complex-I & III by the COSMAFAN Committee. 

COSMAFAN President Shri. A. Siva Shanmugha Kumar has agreed to come up with MIS in connection with collection of nominal charges for the usage of weigh bridge, water supplies etc by the member industries at FC-I & III before next meeting of the COINDIA Committee.

The lab set up at COSMAFAN is almost finished except modification of two tables for Fume Chamber and Polishing Machine. During the meeting held on 21st July 2010 towards finalization of lab infrastructure, COSMAFAN President has requested COINDIA for additional purchase of two stands for Hardness Testing Machine, one Computer Table for Microscope and Monitor and modification of two tables for Fume Chamber and Polishing Machine.  COINDIA, as accepted, completed the said works within a week’s time and requested COSMAFAN Office Bearers to give a suitable date for the inauguration of COINDIA-COSMAFAN Lab at Peelamedu.

b. Foundry Complex-II Operations (COFIOA)- The signing of MoU in connection with usage of created facilities and upkeep of the same is still pending from COFIOA. As mentioned in the earlier paragraph, COINDIA has to submit reports on working modalities and revenue details of the foundry projects to GoI. Hence it is very much indispensable to speed up the working arrangements in respect of Usage of facilities and maintenance of the same at Foundry Complex-II. After discussion, Shri. B. Srinivasan, Past President-COFIOA has informed that he will take forward the matter in the forthcoming meeting of their Committee. 

The subject in connection with setting up of Laboratory at COFIOA also long pending and the same was discussed and explained to COFIOA about the importance and usage of the Laboratory. After discussion, COFIOA Past President Shri. B. Srinivasan has agreed to talk to their members and give the feed back before next meeting of COINDIA Committee. 

CONDIA is yet to receive annual subscription for the years 2006-2010 from some of COFIOA Members. A final reminder was sent to them to remit the same on or before 10th July 2010.  The matter was discussed and it was decided to give one month time or before next committee meeting to enable COFIOA members to remit the pending subscriptions.

11a. We, from COINDIA CAD SOLUTIONS are providing various engineering solution services at affordable price for the benefit of SMEs to compete in the market. Due to non availability of resources in reverse engineering in our CAD Solutions, we thought it fit to avail the support and services, especially in reverse engineering, from Si’TARC to enable us to give better and continuous services to our members/customers by sharing some margin revenue with Si’TARC. The request letter in this regard has already been mailed to the President of Si’TARC. However, the Committee insisted Head-Training Mr. D. Rajaji to utilize our own infrastructure and facilities at COINDIA for this type of services and in case of non availability/engagement of our sources, COINDIA can avail the services of Si’TARC. Committee also requested Shri. Gunabal, DD of Si’TARC to give 25% discount for the above services, to COINDIA. He has indicated that 10% discount is the normal discount given by Si’TARC to all and further increase in discount percentage shall be discussed with Si’TARC Office Bearers.
